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Qualifying Process for Rio 2016  
Women’s Olympic Basketball Tournament
Qualification pour le Tournoi Olympique Féminin de Basket Rio 2016

According to the FIBA Internal Regulations:

Olympic Qualification is achieved as follows:

Twelve (12) teams will take part in the Rio 2016 Women’s Olympic Basketball Tournament, from 6 to 21 August. 

Twelve (12) teams shall participate in the FIBA Women’s Olympic Qualifying Tournaments.

The following teams, representing all five (5) Zones, are eligible to participate in the FIBA

Women’s Olympic Qualifying Tournament, as they are the best placed teams of those not directly qualified  
for the Olympic Games from each Zone:

Zone Eligible teams Best placed teams per Zone (not directly qualified for the Olympic Games)
Africa 2 2 teams from AfroBasket Women 2015 (rank 2-3) 

Cameroon, Nigeria
Americas 3 3 teams from 2015 FIBA Americas Women’s Championship (rank 2-4) 

Cuba, Argentina, Venezuela
Asia 2 2 teams from 2015 FIBA Asia Women’s Championship (rank2-3) 

China, Korea
Europe 4 4 teams from EuroBasket Women 2015 (rank 2-5) 

France, Spain, Belarus, Turkey
Oceania 1 1 team from 2015 FIBA Oceania Women’s Championship (runner-up)

Seven (7) teams have already qualified for the Rio 2016 Women’s Olympic Basketball Tournament:
•	 Brazil (Host)
•	 USA (FIBA Women’s World Champion)
•	 Senegal (AfroBasket Women 2015 Champion)
•	 Canada (2015 FIBA Americas Women’s Champion)
•	 Japan (2015 FIBA Asia Women’s Champion)
•	 Serbia (EuroBasket Women 2015 Champion)
•	 Australia (2015 FIBA Oceania Women’s Champion)
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Teams shall be classified according to their win-loss 
records, namely two (2) points for each game won, one (1) 
point for each game lost (including lost by default) and zero 
(0) points for a game lost by forfeit.
If 2 or more teams have the same win-loss record of all 
games in the group, the game(s) between these 2 or more 
teams shall decide on the classification. If the 2 or more 
teams have the same win-loss record of the games between 
them, further criteria will be applied in the following order:
•	� Higher goal difference of the games between them
•	� Higher number of goals scored in the games between them
•	� Higher goal difference of all games in the group
•	� Higher number of goals scored in all games in the group
If these criteria still cannot decide, a draw shall decide on 
the classification.

Histoire du Tournoi de Qualification Olympique Féminin FIBA

Le TQO 2016 de Nantes sera le troisième du nom, 
après les tournois de qualification olympique de 
2008 et 2012. Le format : permettre à cinq équipes 
de rejoindre les Jeux Olympiques.

En 2008, la compétition s’est déroulée à Madrid. 
Douze équipes au départ, cinq billets pour les Jeux, 
comme lors des TQO 2012 et 2016. A l’époque, la 
Biélorussie, la Lettonie, la République Tchèque, le 
Brésil et l’Espagne, pays hôte, avaient décroché  
leur place pour les JO. A noter qu’aucune de ces  
cinq nations n’avaient dépassé le stade des quarts  
de finale à Pékin.

Turquie, République Tchèque, Croatie, Canada et 
l’Equipe de France se sont qualifiés pour les Jeux  
via le TQO 2012. Les Bleues avaient d’ailleurs obtenu 
le meilleur résultat de leur histoire à Londres, en 
devenant vice-championne olympique.

Participer à un TQO féminin sera une première  
pour le Cameroun, le Nigeria, le Venezuela et la  
Chine. Enfin, seuls l’Argentine, le Cameroun et 
le Venezuela n’ont jamais participé à des Jeux 
Olympiques dans leur histoire parmi les douze 
équipes qui seront à Nantes, du 13 au 19 juin.

The 2016 FIBA Women’s Olympic Qualifying 
Tournament will be the third edition of the event 
played in a format which qualifies five teams to  
the Women’s Olympic Basketball Tournament.

Like in 2012 (Ankara) and 2008 (Madrid), the  
rules are as follows: 12 teams do battle for the  
5 remaining Olympic spots available.

In 2008, Belarus, Latvia, Czech Republic, Brazil  
and Spain were the ones who punched their  
tickets for the Beijing Games. The Spaniards, 
Belarusians and Czechs all went on to reach the 
Quarter-Finals in China.

In 2012, Turkey, Czech Republic, Croatia, Canada 
and France clinched the five berths for the London 
Games. The French went on a tremendous run in  
the British capital, getting all the way to the Final  
and finishing with a silver medal.

The 2016 WOQT will welcome four first-time 
participants in the shape of Cameroon, China, 
Nigeria and Venezuela. Of the 12 teams, Argentina, 
Cameroon and Venezuela are the ones chasing a 
first-ever Olympic berth.
